have entered into this Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the «Agreement» ) as follows:

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Name of the Consortium: «Towards sustainable development and smart energy».

The Consortium «Towards sustainable development and smart energy» (hereinafter
referred to as the «Consortiumy») is a voluntary contractual association of non-profit
organizations based on a community of interests for the joint implementation of the goals
and objectives defined by this Agreement.

The Consortium is not a legal entity. Members of the Consortium are legal entities that
have signed this Agreement.



14,  Members of the Consortium retain their independence and rights of a legal entity.
1.5. The Consortium carries out its activities in accordance with the current legislation of the
Russian Federation, the Federal Republic of Germany and this Agreement.

2. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES OF THE CONSORTIUM
71, In accordance with the Agreement, the Parties intend to create a Consortium on the basis
of an association, without the formation of a legal entity, institutions of scientific organizations
and educational organizations of higher education, in the interests of cooperation and interaction
in the field of science and higher education, training of highly qualified scientific personnel,
continuous professional development and retraining of workers.
2.2.  The purpose of this Agreement is to develop cooperation in the field of education and
scientific research.
2.3.  The objectives of the Consortium include:

«  development of a joint research and development program in the field of intellectual
energy;

. implementation of complex research and development projects within the proposed
research areas;

. assistance in obtaining funding from various sources for research;

.  organization of communication between participants of research projects among
themselves, as well as with interested participants;

. development and implementation, including in a network form, of basic educational
programs of higher education, programs of additional education, disciplines (modules)
aimed at the formation of competencies necessary for the implementation of key complex
research and development projects;

. specific joint research projects require a special, individual agreement in which, in
particular, regulations on commercialisation and intellectual property rights are to be
agreed;

«  development of information infrastructure, as well as infrastructure of scientific,
technical and innovative activities to ensure the implementation of plans for scientific,
technical and educational activities.

74, Members of the Consortium agreed that the main principles of cooperation under this
Agreement are:

«  independence of the members of the Consortium in the implementation of their financial
and economic activities; ‘

«  striving to create optimal conditions for cooperation under this Agreement;

. proper fulfillment by the members of the Consortium of the obligations assumed under
this Agreement.

75 Members of the Consortium are not jointly and severally liable for obligations related to
the activities of the Consortium.

3. RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES
3.1. The Member does not bear legal, property or other responsibility for the results of the
Consortium's activities. The Consortium is not responsible for the obligations of the Member.
32. Participants have the right to:
« elect and be elected to the governing bodies of the Consortium;
« take part in all representative events of the Consortium;
. receive information at the disposal of the Consortium about the activities of the
Consortium;
«  provide the necessary information, organizational, material and other assistance to the
Member, if this does not contradict the interests of the Participant himself.
3.3. Participants of the Consortium are obliged to:
«  to ensure the interests of the Consortium in relations with third parties;



« endeavour to contribute to the comprehensive development of the Consortium's activities;

«  maintain the confidentiality of information of a scientific and commercial nature;

«  notify the Participants of the Consortium about information material for the work of the
Consortium and materials related to the activities of the Consortium;

«  comply with the requirements of the decisions of the Consortium's governing bodies.

3.4. To achieve the main objectives established by this Agreement, the Consortium's governing

bodies are vested with the following rights:

«  Perform on its own behalf, in agreement with other Participants of the Consortium, all
necessary actions in order to fulfill obligations under this Agreement;

. Receive from other Participants of the Consortium information and documentation
necessary to fulfill obligations under this Agreement.

4. CONTROL PROCEDURE
4.1. The supreme governing body of the Consortium's activities is the meeting of the
Participants - the Consortium Council, which includes the heads of all organizations - Participants
of the Consortium, or their appointed representatives acting on the basis of powers of attorney
drawn up in accordance with the procedure established by the current legislation.
42. Consortium Council:

. considers the issues of organizing joint activities of the Participants within the framework
of these Regulations;

. approves short-term, medium-term and long-term plans of the Consortium’s activities;

. considers projects of joint programs, developments, research, and other activities in
which the Participants are interested, recommends them for implementation by the
Participants on the basis of separately concluded contracts;

« decides on joining the Consortium of new members.

43 The Consortium Council represents the interests of the Consortium in relations with
government agencies, individuals and legal entities.

44. The Consortium Council is competent if it is attended by more than half of its members, or
their authorized representatives.

45.  All members of the Consortium Council have an equal number of votes when making a
decision.

46. The Consortium Council is convened as needed, but at least one time a year at the initiative
of any of the Consortium Council members. When the Participants are notified of its meeting (by
e-mail, telephone message, fax, or in any other way confirming its receipt), the issues to be
discussed, the date, time, and place of its holding must be indicated.

47. The decisions of the Consortium Council are advisory in nature for the Consortium
Members.

48 Based on the results of the meeting of the Consortium Council, a protocol is drawn up,
which is signed by the members of the Consortium Council.

5. DIRECTIONS OF SCIENTIFIC AND EDUCATIONAL COOPERATION OF
MEMBERS OF THE CONSORTIUM.
5.1. Potential research topics and educational programs that are the subject of cooperation of
the consortium members are presented in Appendix 1.
52.  The composition of scientific topics and educational programs can be adjusted.

6. FINANCIAL RELATIONSHIP OF THE PART 1ES
6.1. Each of the Consortium members independently maintains accounting records and solves
their financial issues independently. Each Coordinator independently bears its own obligations
related to the payment of taxes, duties, fees and other obligatory payments to the budget.
6.2 The determination of financial relationships between the members of the consortium may be
made by separate agreements between the members.



7 PROCEDURE FOR WITHDRAWAL FROM THE CONSORTIUM AND ITS
LIQUIDATION
71.  Withdrawal from the Consortium is carried out in a notification manner by sending, no
later than two months before the date of termination of participation, a corresponding application
to the Consortium Council. The fact of the Member’s withdrawal from the Consortium is
confirmed by an open letter from the Consortium Council and the publication of an announcement
of withdrawal on the central portal of the Consortium.
72. Reorganization, transformation and liquidation of the Consortium is carried out by a
decision of the Participants of the Consortium by a majority vote. A proposal on the agenda of the
meeting of the Consortium Members on these issues may be made by at least 25% of the
Participants.
8. CONFIDENTIALITY
81. The members of the Consortium have come to an agreement on non-disclosure of
confidential information, namely:

« take adequate measures to protect confidential information received under this
Agreement;

« ot to use confidential information received by another member of the Consortium (or
any part of it) otherwise than in connection with the execution of this Agreement, without
the prior written consent of another member of the Consortium;

«  not to disclose confidential information to third parties in whole or in part, without the
prior written consent of another member of the Consortium.

82. The participants of the Consortium hereby agree that Confidential Information shall be
used solely for the purposes of this Agreement and that the members of the Consortium and their
representatives (employees of the Partner Universities and Institute who have access to
Confidential Information for the performance of their official duties) shall be obliged not to
disclose Confidential Information, even upon termination of employment with them.

9. LIABILITY OF THE PARTIES
9.1. Each member of the Consortium is independently responsible for compliance with the
applicable safety standards and requirements for work, environmental protection, fire safety, land
legislation, special requirements of enterprises in accordance with the current legislation of the
countries of the Consortium members.

10. CIRCUMSTANCES OF OUTSTANDING FORCE
10.1. A party is released from liability for partial or complete failure to fulfill its obligations
under this Agreement if this failure was the result of force majeure circumstances that arose after
the conclusion of this Agreement as a result of extraordinary circumstances that the parties could
not foresee or prevent.
10.2. Upon the occurrence of the circumstances specified in clause 9.1. of this Agreement, each
Party must promptly notify the other Parties in writing about them.
10.3. The notice must contain data on the nature of the circumstances, as well as official
documents certifying the existence of these circumstances and, if possible, assessing their impact
on the ability of the Party to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement.

11. FINAL PROVISIONS
11.1. This Agreement comes into force from the moment of its signing and is valid for 5 years.
11.2. Upon expiry of this agreement, it shall be automatically renewed for the next 5-year period,
unless the General Meeting of the Participants of the Consortium has decided to dissolve it at least
3 months before expiry.



11.3. The decision to terminate this Agreement may be made by the General Meeting of the
Participants of the Consortium. At the same time, the Participants of the Consortium undertake to
fully fulfill their obligations assumed by them earlier.

11.4. This Agreement is drawn up and signed in quadruplicate in Russian and English languages,
which are equally valid, one copy for each of the Parties.
